Field Study cum Educat
In 2017

On 4™ of March 2017, the teachers and the students of the Department of History visited
Shimulitola Garden of Goalpara District, Assam. All the students from Honours and Non-
Honours Courses and all the teachers (three) from the Department visited the area to conduct a
Historical Survey of the area. The survey found that the inhabitants of the areas are from
different castes and Communities. Shimulitola is basically agro-based area and 80% of its
population is depending on agriculture for their livelihood. The people of the areas are from
different religions. From long past these people are living with communal harmony participating

each other’s festivals. History of Shimulitola is very peaceful having no religious turmoils.



In 2018

On17" of February/2018, the teachers and the students of the Department of History visited the
site Sri Suriya Pahar, situated in Goalpara District, Assam. The students (both from Major and
General Course) and all the teachers (three) from the Department visited the site with a view to
conduct a historical survey of the site.

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In 2019
